This was called his Protocol, and he

copy of every instrument drawn by him. Before
the public registers of sasines and deeds were
established such records were obviously of great
value and importance, inasmuch as certified

transcripts could be furnished from them of the
writs which they contained. On this account,
in 1567,it was ordained by Parliament that the
“ Protocol Books of notaries within the shire be
brought (for custody) to the sheriff of the shire,
and within burgh to the provost and bailies” ;
and in 1587 the Lord Clerk Register was
appointed the custodier instead of the sheriffs.
This enactment appears to have been generally
enforced by the officials of the burghs, but the
Lord Clerk Register and his deputes allowed it
to remain practically inoperative. Soon after
this, however, the Registers of Sasines were
established, and the chief purpose served by the
Protocol Books was found to be so much more
effectually attained that they gradually became
of less account, and have now fallen altogether
into disuse.

Notarial instrument narrating that on the 21st of November 1612, there
compeared personally, in presence of the notary and witnesses, a prudent
man, Andrew Coupar, writer, as attorney and in the name of Janet
Aslowane, lawful daughter and heir of the late David Aslowane, skinner,
burgess of Edinburgh, begotten between him and Helen Achesoun his
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spouse, but now wife of Master John Ray, schoolmaster of the said burgh,
—lawfully constituted by letters of attorney directed from the chancery of
. our sovereign lord the king, and went to the ground of those ten acres of
land lying contiguously near the monastery of the Holy Rood, between
the common way which leads to the bridge of Cloksorrowmill, on the north
and east parts, and the burn flowing near the cemetery and gardens of the
said monastery, to the mill aforesaid, called Cloksorrowmill, on the south
and west parts, lying within the sheriffdom of Edinburgh; and there,
having and holding in his hands a certain precept of sasine written on
parchment, granted by Master Edward Merschell, commissary clerk of
Edinburgh, now heritable proprietor of the said acres and superior of the
annual rent aftermentioned, and directed to a worthy young man John
Morisoun, lawful son of the late Isaac Morisoun, burgess of the said burgh,
as bailie in that part to the effect underwritten; which precept the said
Andrew, attorney, held forth to the said bailie, requesting that he would
put the same to due execution: whereupon the bailie, receiving the said
precept with all due humility and reverence, delivered the same to the
notary to be read, and published and explained in the vulgar tongue to the
bystanders; which was done, and the tenor of the precept was, that the
said Master Edward Marshall, having understood by authentic documents
that the late David Aslowane aforesaid, father of the said Janet Aslowane,
died last vest and seized as of fee at the king’s faith and peace, of an
annual rent of fifty-five merks furth of the ten acres of land aforesaid ;
and that the said Janet was lawful and nearest heir of her said father of
the said annual rent, which was formerly held of John Achesoun, portioner:
of Inneresk, and now of the granter, in chief, therefore charging the bailie
to give sasine of the same to the said Janet, which was done accordingly
by delivery of earth and stone of the ground of the said lands, and of one
penny, to the said Andrew Coupar, in name of the said Janet Aslowane.
